[22] On the next day the crowd that remained on the other side of the sea saw
that there had been only one boat there, and that Jesus had not entered the boat
with his disciples, but that his disciples had gone away alone.

“Sir, give us this bread always.” [35] Jesus said to them, “l am the bread of life;
whoever comes to me shall not hunger, and whoever believes in me shall never
thirst.
